Councillor updates.
· Ben Wyvis School (Audit update)
The Audit and Scrutiny committee met on 30th September and delivered details of the recommendations to be implemented as a result of that meeting. The full report is available on request, or, alternatively those with access
to the internet, can view the entire meeting via a webcast of the proceedings on the following web link; www.highland.public-i.tv This webcast will be available to view for a further12 months – until September 2016.

 Following the failure of the stage one application to the Big Lottery, contact has been made with HIE and the possibility of an application to the Scottish Land Fund discussed. Claire Munro from HIE has visited the hall and green space/school to get an idea of what we are hoping to achieve. The businesss plan for taking over by the community of the centre of the village is due in by end of November. With the audit report still to be discussed we are hoping that some the council will work closely with us to achieve our objectives.

The Treasurer was unavailable to attend, however a written finance statement will be made available on request. Our September balance stood at £1780 and payments for goods purchased in September (£80 approx) being the only outgoing payments, should leave the current balance at £1700 (approx).
